B. Instdller Qudlifications: Use installer experienced in the instdllation

of Protective allcovering on projects of similor size and com plexity.

1.04DELIVERY, STORACE, AND HANDLING

A. Delivery: Deliver materidls to site in manutacturer's origindl,
unopened containers and packaging with labels decrg
indicating manufacturer and materidl.

B. Storage:
1. Store materials indoors in a clean, dry area protected from

domage and in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

2. Mcintcin storage temperature above 50°F (10°C].
3. Store materidls flat. Do not stand rolls or sheet on end.

C. Handling: Protect materials during handling and installation
fo prevent damage.

1.05 ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

A. Maintain constant minimum cir temperature of 65°F (18°C)
for aminimum of 48 hours before and during instdllation.

B. Maintain wall tem perature between 65°F [18°C| and 85°F (29°C)
during installation.

C. Do not expose walls to direct sunlight during
or dfter installation.

D. Do not instdll if relative humidity is greater than 80% .

3.01 EXAMINATION
Inspect wall surfaces to receive Protective tllcovering.
Notify the Architect in writing if wall surfaces are not
acceptable. Do not begin instdllation until unacceptable
conditions have been corrected.

3.02 SURFACE PREPARATION
A. Prepare wdlls in accordance with manufacturer's
written instructions.
B. Remove dust, dirt, grease, oil, loose paint, scdle,
and existing wdllcovering.
C. Resurface uneven wadll surfaces and damaged walls.
D. Sedl walls with white prime sedl.

3.03 INSTALLATION

A Instdll Protective Wallcovering to walls in accordance
with manufacturer’s written instructions.

B. Allow Protective Wallcovering and adhesive to precondition
for aminimum of 24 hours at atem perature between
65°F [18°C) and 85°F (29°C) before installation.

C. Instdll sheets with texture running in the same direction
for uniform appearance.
